ACIDITY

Acidity is a crucial and quantifiable element ohej resulting from the sum of the fixed and voéatitide. It is a factor in determining the quatifyhe wine
because of the direct relationship between a waestity and its balance, color preservation atnibition of bacterial growth. Too much acidity make wine
overly tart and too little makes a wine flat, watand often is referred to as "flabby".

AERATION

During winemaking, the controlled exposure of jiigee to the air in order to give the yeasts pragaounts of oxygen, thus promoting fermentatiomited
contact with the air also occurs during rackinghviaarrel aging and is also beneficial for manyaesijust before serving. Overexposure to oxygemyapaint
in a wine's life can result in oxidation or undebie concentrations of acetic acid

ALCOHOL FERMENTATION

AMERICAN OAK

AMERICAN VITICULTURAL AREA (AVA)

ANTHOCYANINS
Phenolic compounds which naturally pigment red laladk grapes as well as their tannins. Interestirthlese pigments are affected by the acidity efgrape
juice.

APPELLATION
The international term used to define where th@egaf a particular wine were grown. Napa, Sidlgrossa Valley are all appellations.

APPELLATION D'ORIGINE CONTROLEE (AOC or AC)

French for Controlled Origin Appellation. This et French system of naming their most highly reg@ndticultural areas, and has served as the besghior
every other country's appellation systems. Those attempt to make a wine with an AOC designatiostadhere to strict regulations concerning the gjrap
varieties, ripeness and alcohol level, yields, aB as the viticultural and vinification methodshére are of course advantages and disadvantatids gystem.

ASSEMBLAGE
French for blending; vinification method used eithefore or after fermentation, or both, wherelffedéent vareities or vintages are mixed to creddeaded
wine. This term originated in Bordeaux where th@ds! blend is of Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernetd-aaud Merlot

BARREL FERMENTED
Vinification technique of placing small batchesgoépe juice in barrels to ferment. This technicaiased almost exclusively for white wines and istmo
successful for the Chardonnay grape which complémel the flavors imparted by the oak.

BLANC DE BLANCS
French for "white of whites". Term used for Champagnade exclusively from the Chardonnay grape.



BLANC DE NOIRS
French for "white of blacks". Term used for Champagnhade from red grapes, specifically Pinot Nod Bmot Meunier, where the grapes are pressedhand t
skins are immediately removed so as to impede hepglic extraction from them.

BODY

BRUT
