Delicate champagne aroma with a lime and vine blossom attack, pinot 
characteristics, ample on the palate, offering a discreet finish 
 
Veuve Clicquot, Brut 
This non-vintage Veuve Clicquot is a bracing champagne, boasting almond, 
honey and ginger flavors, appealing texturally, it firms-up on the finish 
 
Moët & Chandon, "Dom Pérignon"               
An intensely flavored champagne, displaying tropical fruit, berry and citrus 
aromas, flavors are enmeshed in a finely woven texture, ending with an 
aftertaste of dried fruit 
 
WHITE WINE - CHARDONNAY 
 
Stone Cellars Culinary Collection, California  
Rich citrus aromas, luscious apple and pear flavors linger in a delicate soft finish 
 
Glass Mountain, California 
Aromas of toasty oak, ripe apple, pear, spicy nutmeg and pineapple, ending with a 
buttery caramel finish 
 
Mirassou, Monterey 
Intense aromas and flavors of peaches and nectarines and pineapple, secondary flavors 
of melon, pears, citrus, floral, and vanilla notes combine with a creamy mouth feel which 
culminate in a pleasantly concentrated finish 
 
Lindemans Bin 65, Australia      
  
Excellent light to medium-green color, displays delicate melon and fig aromas, with 
grapefruit and classic citrus Chardonnay notes, on a background of sweet, nutty oak 
and subtle malolactic fermentation characters 
 
Simi, Sonoma 
Brilliantly clear, light yellow straw, displaying vibrant notes of pear, green apple and 
peach accented by soft hints of vanilla and clove lifted by Meyer lemon and jasmine, 
lively on the palate with green apple and stone fruit, highlighted by delicate layers of 
cream and spice 
 
Sonoma Cutrer, Russian River Valley 
Aromas of pear, peach, and apple, tropical notes of guava and toasted coconut are

Danzante Pinot Grigio, Veneto, Italy 
A dry white wine, the bouquet is intense with enticing fragrances of fresh 
citrus fruit and flowers, its silky, well-balanced body on the palate is 
enhanced with hints of pineapple, grapefruit and spices that carry through 
to a crisp, dry finish 
 
Mac Murray Ranch Pinot Gris, Sonoma 
Expressive fruit-forward character, exhibiting rich aromas and flavors of fig,

A highlight of fresh red berry, citrus and melon aromas and flavors, subtle 
hints of nutmeg and clove on the palate
